In his presentation Deon highlighted that without justice, which includes some form of
restitution, saying sorry has only the interest of the perpetrators at heart. When justice
is included within the framework of saying sorry the interestsof the victims are also
considered.

The omission of justice in the process of saying sorry has much to do with a distorted

theological understanding of forgiveness shared by many South African Christians. This
understanding assumes that saying sorry isreugh to be forgiven. This theological

approach is probably based on a very literal understanding of the Bible: Jesus has

forgiven my sins and now you have to forgive my sins as well. A literal understanding of

On the 34 of November Deon represented the Restitution Foundation in a panel
discussionorganised by the PublicSquare Foundationon the question(ow can
restitution be utilised for historical redressand social reform in south Africaee ®he
discussion took place at th&Grace Christian Churclin Ottery and was attended by about
seventy people. The other panellistincluded Dr Ruben Richardga political

consultant), Mrs Ruth BenjaminSwales(a senior partner at Ernst and Younpand Dr
Braam Hanekommoderator of the DRC of Western and Eastern Cape

In his presentation Deon highlighted that aying sorry without doing sorry is not being
truly sorry. The lack of demonstrating truesorryness when rendering an apology can
even damage the relationship further.
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Our general theological understanding of forgiveness in South Africa needs to be
deepened. It should be precededyba theology of restitution based on a text like the
Zacchaeus narrative (Luke 19:110) where Zacchaeus returned three times the tax that
he hadunjustly taken. A theology of restitutionis a significant tool to address the
residual ills of discrimination as well as other causes of inequity in our communities.
Restitution involves seeking to set right the generational ills of inequality by engaging
those who have benefited from the system, directly or indirectly, in transferring wealth
and social capital ad reinvesting in communities that are still suffering.

Restitution is not a purely a blackwhite issue, although addressing the apartheid past is
a responsibility that heavily rests on the shoulders of the beneficiaries of Apartheid.
There also rests aestitution responsibility on the shoulders of those who benefitted
generously since the democratization of the country to share their gains to address the
huge inequality in our society.

High expectations within societies, such as South Africa, affectled prolonged periods
of systemic violence often lead to a hope for swift closure and reconciliation and healing
which will enable a return to a relative normal way of living.

After the presentations of the four main speakers the audience participated inliaely
debate on the slow pace of transformation within South Africa. Although there was
disagreement who in South Africa should take responsibility for Restitution there was
general agreementhat the inequalities within the society need urgent attentionand
that restitution can play a leading role in this regard.



2.Community-led Restitution

(Purpose: to develop a communigd restitution case study as tools for the mobilisation of
restitution in South Africa)

The past couple omonths have shown a lot of progress in the mobilisation of the
Worcester community towards the creation of a communityled Restitution movement.
Some of the activities of the Worcester Hope and Reconciliation process (the restitution
vehicle within the town) include the following:

2.1 Meeting with Stefaans Coetzee

Stefaans Coetzee Rev Joe Mpanza

The purpose of the meeting was to brief Stefaans on the background oétWorcester

Process and thaise of the 1996 Worcester bombing narrative as a catalytic tool for the
development of a communityled restitution initiative in Worcester (the narrative
servesas a meaphor to remind all residents of Worcester of past human rights abuses
where some residents were perpetrators and some victims

Stefaans expressethe wish for the Department of Correctional Service$o transfer him

to Worcesterto make it possible forhim to meet with other survivors of the bombing.

He conveyed his support of the planned activities of the Worcester Hope and
Reconciliation Process and agreed to prepare a message to be read on his behalf at the
Worcester Reconciliation Day celebration.

It was agreed to keep Stefaans informed about further developments within the
Worcester Restitution process.



2.2 Meetingswith victims of the 1996 Worcester Bmbing

2.4. Meeting with the director of Shoprite

The Worcester Hope and Reconciliation Process took a strategic decision to meet with
the leadership of Shoprite, théusinesslocation where the 1996 bomb blast occurred
with the purpose to explore possible partnership.The mayors of the Breede Valley
Municipality and the Cape Wineland®istrict Municipality and the Chairperson of the
Worcester Hope and Reconciliation Process wrotejaint letter to the CEO of Shoprite
requesting a meeting. The CEO delegated the responsibility to meet with the
representatives of Worcester Hope and Reconciliation process to Mr Brian Weyers
Director and General Manager: Marketing and Product Developmeat Shoprite
Holdings.

The meeting took place in Cap&own on 8 November

At the meeting it was explained to Mr Weyers that the narrative of the 1996 Worcester
bombing waschosento mobilise the residents of Worcester towards restitution and
reconciliation.

Mr Weyers accepted an invitation to attend the 16th of December reconciliation day in
Worcester and gave his in principle support for the Worcester Hope and Reconciliation
Process. He also agreed for Shoprite to sponsor the refreshments for fReconciliation
day event.

The Worcester Hope and Reconciliation Process plan folleup meetings with Shoprite
to discuss possible ways of support to the Worcester process.



2.5. Reconciliation Day Hope 4 Worcester

Professor Jansen concluded by expressing regret that theseso much noise this side of
apartheid and that so much of our moral grounding has been lost. He mourned the fact
that people are being whipped into not thinking for themselves and that South Africans
have shown they are capable of burning people alivehw look like them. He asserted
that the world needs the story of Worcester and that wherever angry tribal things
happen, the story of Worcester needs to be told. In building a new country, we need to
bring young people together and we need to discipline #m.



The presentation of Prof Jansen was followed by the lighting of a Worcester pea
candle by the Mayors of the Bzede Valley andCape Winelands District Minicipalties,
the chairperson of the Worcester Hopand reconciliation process and @a
Macingware.

The Worcester Reconciliation day event received extensive media coveraygdrcester
Standard, Sunday Times, Raprt, the Times, Cape Times). The event itself was referred
to as a turning point in the history of Worcester. The Chairperson of the Waester

Hope and Reconciliation Process and Deon Snyman patrticipated in an hour long
interview on Radio Sonder Grense.

As part of the Reconciliation Day initiative the Worcester Hope and Reconciliation
Process collected 60 food hampers from residents &¥orcester and divided it amongst
marginalised people within the community.

3. Restitution Financing
3.1 Beirowplas Recycling

More than a year ago the Restitution Foundation and the Worcester Hope and
Reconciliation Process selected the Beirowplas Recyclibgsiness as the first
beneficiary of the Restitution Financing project in WorcestefThe project is important
as it was agreed that it should be used as a catalyst to initiate other restitution
initiatives in the town.

Beirowplas bought three vehicleswith the business

- Mitshubishi Truck (not in working condition, still owes the owner + R20000 and the
repair of the vehicle will cost £ R5000 = Total Cost R+2500

- Isuzu Truck (not in working condition, still owes the owner + R32000 and the repair
of the vehicle will cost + R15000 = Total Cost R+47000

- Isuzu Bakkie (in good working condition, outstanding payment R+ 4000)

The total cost to fix and pay theutstanding balanceson the vehicles is R11900.

The fact that two of the vehicles are not in workig condition hampers the business as
additional transport is hired regularly to transfer material to markets in Cape Town. In
addition to these costghe business is responsible for the monthly payments dghe
outstanding balances on the three vehicles.
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With all this information in mind it was agreedthat the owner of Beirowplaswill apply
for a personal loanof R120000 from ABSA bank and the interest to the loant(R25000)
would be paid by the Restitution Foundation via th&Vorcester Restitution Project
Account. Beirowplas would be responsible for the monthly payment of the capital of the
loan and would be able tado so form the money saved from the monthly payments of
the three vehicles and the renting of additional transport.

The loan application fromABSA proofed to be a very complicated, frustrating
bureaucratic and very time consuming process. As the owner tife business did not
have the necessargollateral to qualify for the loan ABSA suggested for the business to
apply for surety from Khula. Bah Khula and ABSA had a list oequirements for the
application. Some of the requirements include(i) If the client is purchasing an existing

source of said contibution. (vii) Lease agreemengviii) If an existing outlet, a copy of
the current agreement as well as an indication from the landlord that they would be
willing to transfer the lease to the new entity(ix) Signed and dated Personal Statement
of Assetsand Liabilities z for each member/director/surety (x) Signed and dated
Personal Statement of Income and Expentdre - for each member/directors/surety (xi)
Bank statements for the previous SIX months

The owner of Beirowplas struggled to succeed in subrtting the required information.
The Restitution Foundation assisted her by having regular discussions with her
independent bookkeeper to prepare the required financial statements. The first draft of
the statements was not accepted by the bank and more dd&d reports had to be
submitted. The busines<ould not afford to pay the fees for the finalisation of the
financial report and the RestitutionFoundation assisted with the payment of R4000 to
get thereport ready. The Warehouse assisted with the developmant of abusiness plan
The first draft of the business planwas not acceptedand a second draft had to be
prepared.

The Restitution Foundation facilitated at leastour meetings between ABSA and
Beirowplas to move the process forwardin December3 requirements were still
outstanding:

1. The sale agreements with the owners of the two broken trucks

2. Comprehensive quotations of all the costs needed to repair the vehicles

3. A Cash flow projection for 3 years for the business (she only submitted aygar
projection)

At the end of 2011 the owner of Beirowplas was so discouraged that she actually
decided not to proceed with the application. The Restitution Foundatiotried to



motivate her to continue but as of date no further developments in the application
processhappened.

The Restitution Foundation developed a digital video about Beirowplas for the business
to use in marketing its services which can be visited on the Restitution foundation
website.

3.2 SAAM hitiative

There was ahuge outcry after the statement made by Archbishop Emeritus Desmond
Tutu about a wealth tax for South Africans who benefitted from Apartheid. The
Restitution Foundation together with adiverse group of Cape TownSouth Africans
concerned about the growing inequality within the South African Societyince
September 2011started to come together to deliberate about the establishment of a
civil society initiative to address the inequalities within the country. An organisation or
movement called SAAM was established with thebjective that if all South Africans
were to work together we will have greater impact on society, and that this is urgent in
order to build greater social cohesion in our countryA concgt document has been
developedin which the formation of a non politically associated SAAM Trust Fund is
proposed from which the money raised would be used to address the soezonomic
inequalities in SA. Theobjective at this stage is to gather sufficieinsupport from other
concerned and influential citizens to put together a practical and doable plan that can be
launched in the near future.
